Current resume and two references for ensemble leader/solo artist


· References should include name, affiliation, address, daytime phone and e-mail address

· References should be individuals who can speak to the artist’s qualifications as a potential provider of educational arts programs.  DO NOT SUBMIT LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION.

3.   VIDEO of a recent performance (DVD format if possible)

· No longer than 5-minute video that showcases your artistry, presentation skills and versatility.  (Live performance with children in the audience is highly preferred).
· Label VIDEO with:  

· Artist/Ensemble name; titles of pieces performed; date and location of performance

NOTE:  Video does not need to be professionally produced; using a home camera is 

 acceptable, but the announcements from stage must be audible.
